This document presents a general
framework for such a relationship and exchange. It also includes some specifically identified areas of
cooperation, which may be updated from time to time.

Faculty of Teacher training and Education is a part of Universitas Muhammadiyah Bengkulu (UM
Bengkulu), located at Bali street, Kampung Bali, Teluk Segara Kota Bengkulu, Bengkulu Indonesia,
which strives to enhance and strengthen its educational programs and has taken various initiatives to
complement its educational excellence.

Scope of Cooperation

The following area of cooperation has been identified under this MoA.

1. The two parties agree to cooperate in running Student’s internship and International Community
Service Program. The program serves a teaching intermship activity.

2. Faculty of Teacher Training and Education of UM Bengkulu prepares Internship guidelines
which will be carried out at Anuban Chumchon Phukradueng

3. Faculty of Teacher Training and Education of UM Bengkulu through English Education
Department sends students to do the program,

4. Faculty of Teacher Training and Education of UM Bengkulu determines the internship
supervisor who will then synergize with the Principal of Anuban Chumchon Phukradueng and
the mentor teacher in guiding students during the Implementation of the program.

5. The Principal of the School can inform the Vice-Principal and determine the mentor teacher in
providing a conducive and safe learning experience for students participating in the program:

a. Facilitating students in collecting the necessary data.
b. Guiding learning assistance activities and extracurricular assistance.
c. Coordinating the assessment of learning assistance and extracurricular assistance.



d. Discussing the results of teaching assistance activities with the internship supervisor for -
improvement.

e. Guiding and assessing the practice of student tutoring services.
f. Guiding the research writing.

6. Anuban Chumchon Phukradueng can accept students formally both at the opening and
closing of the program.

7. Anuban Chumchon Phukradueng through the principal or mentor teacher can provide an
assessment of the learning achievements of students participating in the internship program.

8. Faculty of Teacher Training and Education and English Education Department of UM
Bengkulu express a gratitude with a charter and vandal for the well-done cooperation.

The areas of cooperation may be revised by mutual consent. However, specific programs may require
separate agreements detailed out and documented as annexures to this MoA.
Financing

Any financing that appears in this agreement will be discussed further in the agreement beyond this
agreement.

Relationship

Arrangement between the institutions is on a principal-to-principal basis and not to be deemed to
constitute a joint venture, agency, a partnership, franchisor-franchisee or principal-agent or alike
relationship under any circumstances, and neither party shall have any right to act or assume or create
or tranisfer any obligation on behalf of or for or to other party.

Legal Status

This document is a statement of intent to foster genuine and mutually beneficial cooperation and is
not legally binding on both the parties. Any disputes shall be resolved through mutual discussion.

Validity
This MoaA is valid for five (5) years and becomes effective from the date it is signed by the partners.
The partnership period may be extended by mutual consent. In case one partner wishes to terminate

the MoA, intimation will have to be sent at least six months in advance. However, specific
commitments made prior to such intimation shall be honored by both the partners.

On this Wednesday the 22 day of September, 2025, in Thailand it has been agreed by and
between: Master of Master's Program in Pedagogy, Universitas Muhammadiyah Bengkulu
(hereinafter called MBE) represented by Drs. Santoso, M.Si, in his/her capacity as Head of
Department, hereinafter referred to as FIRST PARTY.

And

Anuban Chomchon Phukradueng School, (hereinafter called BHPNS) represented by Mr.
Denphong Pholchawee, in his/her capacity as School Director hereinafter referred to as
SECOND PARTY.
1. Scope of Work
The purpose of this Implementation Arrangement (IA) is to set forth te terms and
conditions, scope of work and responsibilties of the parties aassociated with the
collaboration on international community service program entitled "Student Refreshing
Program Through Indonesian-Character Ice Breaking."
The second party will provide the internship places for the students to do international
Teaching internship program.
2. Supervision
Both parties shall appoint one superviso each to be included in the program as the
institutional supervisor and academic supervisor, respectively.
3. Rights of the Trainee
During the time of internship, the students/lecturers shall have with the receiving
institution is exclusively for training, and will in no case lead to a legal relationship orr an
employement relationship or any commitments other than those set forth in this

agreement.



4. Financial Contribution
Considering that academic practice is purely training, no contractual relationship,
whether commercial, civil, or employment, can be established between the Second Party
and the student/lecturer, because the legal requirements are not met. Therefore, the
Second Party is not required to pay any economic compensation. However, if the student
is given an incentive, it is permitted/justified. Duration of Agreement.

5. This Agreement is valid for a year and becomes effective on the date that it is signed by
the official representatives of both institutions. If cither institution iniends to terminate or
to modify this Agreement, a written notice should be given to the other institution 30
days prior to the desired effective date of termination.

6. Force Majeure
If, as a result of an act of force majeure, including without limitation, an act of God, war,
riot, labor dispute, strike or threat thereof, intervention of a government agency or
instrumentality or other occurrence beyond the control of either party, either party is
substantially hindered in performing its obligations hereunder then, in such event, that
party shall have the right, upon notifying the other of the occurrence of force majeure as
hercin defined, to suspend performance of the cooperative activity pursuant to this
Agreement and any contract based on this Agreement until the force majeure has passed.
