This documert is a statennent of intent to foster genuine and mutually beneficial cooperation and is not
legally binding on both the parties. Any disputes shall be resolvedthrough mutual discussion.

Validity

This MoA is valid for five (5) yers and becomes effective from the date it is signed by the parfi1613.
The partnership period may be extended by mutual consent. In case one prtner wishes to terrrinate the
MoA, intimation will have to be sent at least six months in advance. However, specific commiunents
made prior to such intimaion shall be honord by both the partrers.
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
